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The National BME Cancer Patient Advisory Panel








The National Cancer Action Team (NCAT) is currently recruiting patients and carers with an experience of cancer from Black and Minority Ethnic communities to join the first National BME Cancer Patient Advisory Panel. 





The aims of the panel are





To give cancer patients and carers from a BME background a voice and an opportunity to share their experiences


To provide the NHS with information to help support and improve cancer services





To ensure sustainable recruitment of panel members, we are seeking to work collaboratively with a number of recruitment stakeholders.  





Who can participate as a panel member? People from a black or minority ethnic background, who have been diagnosed with any type of cancer (and are aged 16 years and above) can be panel members. Families and carers of BME cancer patients are also invited to join the panel (and do not necessarily have to be from a black or minority ethnic background but do need to be aged 16 or older). 





Recruitment stakeholders will play a vital role in this important piece of work, by promoting and supporting the panel, so that through the course of the project, we have a constant flow of new panel members.  





The role of a recruitment stakeholder





Display the posters and leaflets promoting the panel within your organisation, in appropriate places


Hand out leaflets to your service users (where appropriate)


Provide us with a list of the places/locations where the posters leaflets are being displayed


Commit to being a recruitment partner for at least a year


Attend at least one stakeholder meeting a year


Forward information about the panel to other BME groups/organisations (where appropriate)

Talk about the project within your group or organisational meetings.
